Shirt Evangelism Changes Everything  

People want to tell and people need to hear, what can be done? Many 
witnessing plans have been used, some with more success than others. Great 
evangelists have had successes, but what about the masses? Jesus’ command is 
not to a few, but Shirt Evangelism is for everyone. It is a great way to breaking 
down barriers that hinder efforts to share. 

 

How Does It Work?  

Shirt Evangelism is simple: get the other guy to start the conversation! It is 
much easier to share the Gospel when someone asks you! Uncomfortable 
situations are now changed. If they do not understanding the message, people 
will ask about your shirt. Once they ask, you tell them about the shirt and most 
importantly, the good news. When they start the conversation, people are not 
threatened; the barriers to conversations are broken down, and they will listen. 
 

 

How Do I Get Started?  

The only thing you need to get started with Shirt Evangelism is the desire to 
share the Gospel and a Christian shirt that will draw questions. The best are 
shirts without scriptures. 

 
 

Why Do I Need a Shirt Without Scriptures?  

Shirt Evangelism shirts are different because they don’t proclaim your faith, 
they open the door for you to share your faith! When you wear a typical 
Christian shirt (one with Bible reference on it) you are making a statement. By 
the very fact that you shirt has scripture on it you are proclaiming “I am a 



Christian”. When was the last time you wore a Christian shirt and someone 
asked you to tell them about Jesus? But what if you had a shirt that had no 
scriptures on it? What if the shirt carried a bold spiritual truth? And what if that 
shirt was able to inspire the questions in both the believer and unbeliever? Now 
you have a powerful witnessing tool! The lost, seeing your shirt but not 
understanding it, tend to ask questions like “I don’t get your shirt” or “What does 
that mean” The door to share the Gospel is now open in a new way. Since they 
asked you a question you are free to answer without anyone feeling threatened. 
Now you can explain the meaning and symbolism of your shirt, and at the 
same time explain the love of Jesus; without the pressure that can hinder your 
witness.
