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“And when the Queen of Sheba had seen all Solomon’s wisdom, and the house he had 
built, and the food of his table, and the sitting of his servants, and the attendance of his 
ministers and their apparel and his cup bearers and his ascent by which he went up to the 
house of the Lord, there was no more spirit in her.”  1 King 10: 4-5 
 
Overwhelmed!  Exceedingly magnificent! Jesus is the LORD of Glory!  There is none to 
compare with His radiance or His majesty.  In Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead 
bodily, He alone is the express image of the Father.  “If you have seen Me, you have seen 
the Father.” (John 14:9; and Colossians 2:9). 
 
And amazingly, He calls us to be clothed with His very nature and likeness.  “For as 
many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.” (Galatians 3:27)  But 
these are not mere words of religion but statements of the transaction that has taken place 
in our hearts when once we are born again.  “And have put on the new man, which is 
renewed in knowledge after the image of Him that created him.” (Colossians 3:10)  What 
is it then that we have become, we who were so bound and degraded by sin’s work?  
“Therefore, you are no longer a slave, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through 
Christ.” (Galatians 4:7)   
 
And friend, let us be assured, “that even Solomon, in all his glory was not arrayed like 
one of these!” (Matthew 6:29)  Selah! 
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
