“A false balance is an abomination to the Lord, but a just weight is His delight.” 

(Proverbs 11:1) 

 

“And the finger of God wrote… “MENE, MENE, TEKEL, UPSHARSIN.” 

 

 This is the interpretation of each word –  

  MENE – “God has numbered your kingdom, and finished it.” 

  TEKEL – “You have been weighed in the balances and are found   

   wanting.” 

  PERES – (the singular form of UPSHARIN), “Your kingdom has been  

   divided…”     Daniel 5:25 – 28 

 

This ancient and supernatural judgment still has the power to speak to our lives today! 

Your life today, in fact this very moment, is being examined and weighed on Heaven’s 

scale.  “What is man… that You should visit him every morning, and test him every 

moment?”  (Job 7:17). 

 

If you are a believer, Jesus Christ has already borne your sin and you now stand in His 

righteousness! (2 Corinthians 5:21). Yet still, your motives and works are being weighed 

in His scale, and the question must be faced – how do you fare?
