“…He brought me again to the door of the house, and behold, waters issued out from 

under the threshold of the house eastward… the waters were to the ankles… the waters 

were to the knees… the waters were to the loins… and it was a river that I could not pass 

over…” Ezekiel 47:1 – 5  

 

This River of Life is accessed by the Door alone!  “I am the Door, by Me, if any man 

enter in, he shall be saved and shall go in and out, and find pasture!” (John 10:9).  An 

outside perspective of this River is flawed.  It is seen as narrow and rigid, unyielding and 

divisive, incapable of supporting any type of real life!  Yet Jesus said, “Enter in at the 

straight and narrow gate; for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leads to 

destruction, and many there be who go in that way. Because straight and narrow is the 

gate, and hard is the way, which leads to life, and few there be that find it.” (Matthew 

7:13 – 14).  

 

Appearances deceive. Those who are lost in their sins can only see the Narrow Gate of 

the Door, and thus they fail to see the Abundant Life of the River on the other side of the 

Door!  Others, not loving the Door, attempt to gain access to this life unlawfully.  

 

Don’t you see?  It isn’t so much about the life on the other side as it is, “What will you do 

with the Door?”  “This is eternal life, that they might know You, the only true God, and 

Jesus Christ, whom You have sent.” (John 17:3).
