“Those who see you will gaze at you and consider you, saying, “Is this the man who 

made the earth tremble, who shook kingdoms?” Isaiah 14:16 

 

Is this the man who made the earth to tremble?  It is obvious from the text that this is not 

speaking of a mortal man, but rather that being called the devil.  His rebellion against 

Heaven and his treachery against God’s man Adam have altered this world.  Death has 

come as a result of his hatred toward God and his deceptions with men. 

 

Men and nations have fallen to his lies and blasphemous words.  Untold millions have 

fallen by the bigotry and bias he has sown.
