“And He saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no intercessor; 

therefore, His arm brought salvation to Him; and His righteousness sustained Him.  For 

He put on righteousness as a breastplate, and a helmet of salvation upon His head; and He 

put on the garments of vengeance for clothing, and was clad with zeal as a cloak.” Isaiah 

59:16 – 17          

 

In a word, this is the full and ongoing ministry of Jesus Christ – intercession.  He alone is 

the mediator between God and mankind – between the Father and you!  “He ever lives to 

make intercession…” (Hebrews 7:25). 

 

Like Job’s Daysman – Jesus alone is capable of laying His hand upon you and the Father 

simultaneously. His is the ministry of persuasive prayer on behalf of men before His 

Father – and He alone as sufficient standing that His every word is heard and heeded! 

(Job :33; 16:21).  

 

Jesus Christ is John’s Righteous Advocate offering sinful man both legal counsel and 

legal standing! (1 John 2:1). 

 

Jesus Christ is Ezekiel’s Bridge spanning the gap between God’s holy and righteous 

character and man’s miserable failings!  He is the Hedge of protection that replaces the 

one broken down by the weight of our sin. (Ezekiel 22:30). 

 

“My son, Jesus stands today as your ever faithful Intercessor – He ever lives to make 

intercession for you!  Your faith will not fail; your life will not miss its intended mark; 

you will accomplish all He has purposed and planned!  Because Jesus cannot fail, neither 

will you fail as you walk day by day securely in Him!”
