“Arise, shine; for your light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon you.” 

Isaiah 60:1 

 

This is not an invitation for us to think about, but rather it is a direct command – “Arise! 

Shine!”  Jesus brings perspective to our shining.  Christians shine through their good 

works which directly speaks to the unbelieving about our heavenly Father’s goodness.  

“Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your 

Father, Who is in heaven.” (Matthew 5:16)  

 

As moral darkness increases throughout the earth and its peoples, the Lord has also 

promised to arise upon us like the glory of the morning sun, “For behold, the darkness 

shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the peoples, but the LORD shall arise upon you, 

and His glory shall be seen upon you.” (Isaiah 60:2).  It is in this glory of God arising 

upon us, this blessing of the Lord resting upon us that acts as an attractant to the very 

people bound in gross moral darkness!  “And the nations (peoples) shall come to your 

light, and kings to the brightness of your rising.” (Isaiah 60:3).
