The rainbow was a sign. (Genesis 9:13)  The Jew is a sign. (Isaiah 11:11-12) Jerusalem is 

a sign. (Nehemiah 1:9) The Virgin giving birth was a sign. (Isaiah 7:14)  For those whose 

hearts are hungry for God and for those whose eyes are looking for Him the Lord has 

given many signs.
