“… They have denied the LORD, and said, “It is not the LORD; neither shall evil come 

upon us; neither shall we see sword or famine; the prophets shall become wind, and the 

word is not in them; thus shall it be done unto them.” Therefore, thus says the LORD 

God of Hosts, “Because the people speak like this, behold I will make My words in your 

mouth fire, and this people wood, and it shall devour them.” Jeremiah 5:11 – 14  

 

When a person or a nation becomes confident in their own goodness and righteousness, 

or worse, they flaunt their wickedness; they forfeit the security of God’s blessing and 

defense!  “Because you say, “I am rich and increased with goods, and have need of 

nothing”, and don’t know that you are wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind and 

naked…” (Revelation 3:17).
