“Is not My Word like a fire?” says the LORD, “And like a hammer that breaks the rock 

in pieces?” Jeremiah 23:29 

 

The Word of God, like a glowing ember, may appear lifeless until one day it bursts into 

flame within the human heart.  How critical then that we “hide God’s Word in our 

hearts.”  How important it then becomes for us to teach the Word to our children!  Make 

sure you attend a Word based church; a place that honours and upholds the value and 

centrality of God’s Word to all of life!
