“And the king commanded Jerahmeel, the king’s son, Seraiah the son of Azriel, and 

Shelemiah the son of Abdeel, to seize Barach the scribe and Jeremiah the prophet, but the 

Lord hid them.”  Jeremiah 36:26 

 

My son, there is a place of hiding for you. It is a place of safety and security far away 

from threat or harm.  You may ask, “Where is this hiding place?  Or you may ask, “How 

do I find this safe haven?”  It is, as are all spiritual truths, discovered by God’s revelation 

and manifest by your faith in His “exceeding great and precious promises.” (2 Peter 1:3).  

“You are my hiding place. You preserve me from trouble; You surround me with songs 

of deliverance.” (Psalm 32:7). 

 

The Lord Jesus walked continually in this secret place of safety.  Angry crowds, either 

trying to stone Him or throw Him off a cliff, were foiled in their murderous attempts 

because He lived in the shadow of the Almighty. (John 8:20, 59; Luke 4:29 – 30; Psalm 

91). 

 

The time to discover this secret place is now – now when life is relatively calm, when 

there is not stiff demands or intense pressure upon your life.  But never allow pride to 

keep you from drawing near to God when the situation warrants you doing so – even if 

you have been neglecting His fellowship. Don’t be prideful, repent and run to His 

outstretched arms of love!  His mercy is always fresh; His protection vital and real.
