When the Lord’s command of faith is uttered nothing can hinder its fulfillment. Nothing! 

 

“Be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.” (Ephesians 6:10).  Our strength 

must be clothed in His strength. Our weakness swallowed up in His grace. (2 Corinthians 

12:10). 

 

“The people that know their God shall be strong and do exploits.” (Daniel 11:32).  

Strength issues forth from the strong.  It flows from Him Who is Strength to those who 

are weak, to those who have humbled themselves before His hand – and in due time He 

will lift you up. (James 4:10). 

 

Strength of heart, strength of courage, strength of conviction, and strength to face 

enemies far greater than ourselves emerges from a living faith in the Eternal Word!  “He 

staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief, but was strong in faith, giving 

glory to God, and being fully persuaded that what He had promised, He was able also to 

perform.” (Romans 4:20 – 21).  

 

It is the Word of God that in a moment of crisis turns fearful men into men of force and 

action imbuing them with a power beyond themselves – the unstoppable power of the 

Holy Spirit!  “Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit”, says the LORD of hosts.” 

(Zechariah 4:6).  

 

The Word of God is the will of God.  To take your position upon the Word of God is to 

take your position in the security and certainty of the will and purpose of God!
