“As you have done to Israel, it shall be done to you.”  Obadiah 15b 

 

It is a law of the Kingdom – the law of sowing and reaping. It cannot be evaded nor can it 

be denied – what you sow is what you will reap! 

 

This law – both spiritual and natural in kind – is specifically applied by the LORD to the 

dealings of men with regard to Israel.  “And I will bless them that bless you, and curse 

them that curse you.” (Genesis 12:3). 

 

Humanistic thinking obscures the truth.  While all men are by creation, God’s children, 

Israel is by His Sovereign choice, a “peculiar treasure unto Me above all people.”
