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A Heart Check-up. 

 

“Cast out the scoffer, and contenders shall go out, yes, strife and reproach shall cease.” 

Proverbs 22:10 

 

Strife and contention produce great heartache.  They rob the heart and home of the joys 

God intends.  They destroy churches and businesses and create hatred, confusion, “and 

every evil work.”
