“Oh, fear the LORD, you His saints; for there is no lack to them that fear Him.  The 

young lions do lack, and suffer hunger; but they who seek the LORD shall not lack any 

good thing.” Psalm 34:9-10 

 

We have seen that it is the fear of the Lord that precipitates His protection round about 

our lives.
