“Let them curse, but You bless…” Psalm 109:28 

 

When God blesses, what does it matter if others curse?  “Blessed is the God and Father of 

our Lord Jesus Christ, Who has blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places 

in Christ.” (Ephesians 1:3)  The Christian, if only he will see it, is blessed above all 

others. It is at once both exhilarating and humbling.  

 

“In light of my failings and sin, the Lord God has chosen me – what love! In view of my 

weakness and struggles the Lord God invites me to sit with Him – what grace!  Tell me, 

what curse can alight upon me when I am at His side?”   

 

The prophets understood the power of God’s blessing resting upon an individual life or 

upon an entire nation! Balaam said, “How shall I curse whom God has not cursed? How 

shall I defy whom the Lord has not defied? “…He has blessed; and I cannot reverse it.” 

(Numbers 23:8, 20).  Speaking for the Lord, Isaiah says clearly, “I will work, and who 

can reverse it?” (Isaiah 43:13).  However, the strongest words of blessing and cursing 

come from the Lord when He called Abram. The LORD says, “I will bless them that 

bless you, and curse him that curses you.” (Genesis12:3). 

 

The truth must go off in your spirit. It must become a part of your consciousness, woven 

into the fiber of your everyday life!  Far too many Christians live under the curse, 

hounded by things that Jesus Christ has already settled.  

 

“Son, so what then of you? Blessed by God, stand tall and confident, walk straight and 

free!  What does it matter what others say or think? You have been loved and blessed by 

the Creator God, and His Son, the Redeemer; who then can reverse that blessing upon 

your life?!”
