“Forever, O LORD, Your Word is settled in heaven. Your faithfulness is unto all 

generations…” Psalm 119:89 – 90a  

 

Not many things are forever. Forever is a long, long time!  Maybe it’s because 

collectively mankind understands the beginning of things – we all have a starting point as 

reference even if we only understand this because our parents have told us about our birth 

and our early beginnings. But forever? We are all too familiar with things that break, 

things that fade, things that change, things that die.  “For all flesh is like grass, and the 

glory of men like the flower of grass. The grass withers and its flower falls away.” (1 

Peter 1:24). 

 

Once we begin to shift our reference point from the natural to the supernatural, from the 

soulish to the spiritual, from the temporal to the eternal, from sense knowledge to 

revelation knowledge, we begin to have a different perspective.

Practically then make this connection – what God has said is settled – and has been 

forever.  What He has said about you is therefore also settled – and has been forever! 

That means you are not an afterthought – an, “O, I guess I’ll have to include them as 

well.” No, no, no!  From forever past, God the Almighty has had you on His mind, and 

His Word concerning you has been settled – forever! “Being born again, not of 

corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the Word of God, which lives and abides 

forever.” (1 Peter 1:23). 

 

“LORD God, today I proclaim that Your Word is forever settled in Heaven!  I agree with 

You and stand firmly upon that Word which will not be moved, not be changed, not fail!  

Because the Word is secure, therefore I am secure. Because the Word is true, my course 

will be true.  As You, Lord, have been faithful to every generation, so You will be true to
